During his time with
Ford, Bob was granted patent approval for intellectual property from the
United States Patent and Trademark Office. Bob retired from his day to day at
Ford after 37 1/2 years of dedicated service. Not one to sit around in
retirement, Bob found a great use of his time fundraising for United Way
representing Ford Motor Company.
